ABOUT ST JOSEPH’S CONVENT CHAPEL ...

The triangular block with frontages on Kensington Terrace
(now Portrush Road), High Street and Charles Street (now
Phillips Street) was purchased by Mary MacKillop in 1872,
thanks to the assistance of Bishop Reynolds and the generosity
of Joanna and Robert Barr-Smith.

In 1876, Mary MacKillop had this present building erected to
help provide accommodation for the growing number of
women joining the new Congregation of the Sisters of St
Joseph. It consisted of a Chapel on the ground floor, with living
quarters below, and sleeping quarters above. The top floor was
an extension of the present choir loft.

Mary herself lived here at Kensington for 11 years until she was banished from South Australia by the same Bishop
Reynolds in November 1883. St Joseph’s Chapel is indeed sacred to her memory, and that of the many Sisters of
St Joseph who have lived and prayed here at Kensington since those early years.

Regarding the use of St Joseph's Chapel .

AVAILABILITY AND BOOKINGS:
The Sisters are happy to make St Joseph’s chapel available to everyone.
You will appreciate, however, that the Chapel is part of the Sisters’ home.
¢ You are asked to begin your event and vacate the Chapel at the scheduled times. Late commencement of
ceremonies will inevitably result in inconvenience to the following group.
¢ The Chapel is only available between February to December (i.e. not January). Times of availability can be
negotiated at the time of your booking enquiry.
¢ St Joseph’s Chapel has wheel-chair access.
¢ The toilet block situated next to the nearby Mary MacKillop Museum has facilities for those with
disabilities.

How TO FIND ST JOSEPH’S CONVENT CHAPEL:
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PARKING:
On-site parking is not available, and street-parking ¢ apose difficulties on week-days.
Options for groups are: car pooling, taxis, chartered bus, or public transport.

Char t er elighStRetis feirty narrow, however buses may temporarily park near the Centre to drop off pas-
sengers and then move to another area for parking. At the conclusion of the visit, the group can be collected at a
pre-arranged time and place.

Public Transport:
¢ Bus # H20, H21, H22, or H24 from Grenfell or Currie Streets, Adelaide.
Alight at Stop 10 & 11, The Parade, Norwood, and walk south along Phillip Street (see star on map)
OR
¢ ‘Suburban Connector’ (Circle Line ) Bus # 300:
Alight at Stop 9 in Portrush Road (outside or opposite St Joseph’s Convent) and walk either to High
or Phillip Street (see star on map)
